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ABSTRACT 

All articles must contain an abstract. The abstract text should be written in italic Times New Roman font size 10. It should not normally exceed 200 words and written in a single paragraph. The layout should be justified, i.e. aligned at both the left and right margins. Leave 10 mm space after the abstract before you begin the main text of your article, starting on the same page as the abstract. The abstract should give readers concise information about the content of the article and indicate the main results obtained and conclusions drawn. The abstract is not part of the text and should be complete in itself; no table numbers, figure numbers, references or displayed mathematical expressions should be included. It should be suitable for direct inclusion in abstracting services. Since contemporary information-retrieval systems rely heavily on the content of titles and abstracts to identify relevant articles in literature searches, great care should be taken in constructing both.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The first sentence in each paragraph should be indented 0 cm. The main text of the manuscript must begin with an introduction and end with conclusions. It should be written in UK English and type with A4 paper using Microsoft Word, font Times New Roman 11 pt. The margins of the article should be 2.54 cm top, 3.18 cm bottom, 4.25 cm left and 2.54 cm right.

        The first sentence in the following paragraph should be indented 0.5 cm. Single column with single line spacing should be used throughout. No spaces are to be left between the paragraphs. Lines of text should cover the entire page length. Do not begin a new section directly at the bottom of a page – it is preferable to transfer the heading to the top of the next page.


The references should be cited using bracket [1].

Each Section may then have sub-headings.  Sub-headings should be numbered and bold, use mixed upper/lower case (title case) as above.

3.0 TABLES AND FIGURES

Tables and figures should be arranged throughout the text and it is preferable to include them on the same page as they are first discussed.

3.1
Tables

The first sentence in each sub-topic should be indented 0 cm. All tables should be kept simple and clear, and should be referred in the text. Tables should be presented in the form shown in Table 1.

3.2
Figures and Graphics

All figures submitted should be of high quality and presented in black and white prints. Explanations and lengthy description should be placed in the text rather than within figures.
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Figure 1: A short caption of the figure should be centered


Figure 2: The next line of a long caption of the figure should be placed inline with the first word of the caption.
       All illustrations and photographs must be numbered consecutively as they appears in the text and accompanied with appropriate captions below them as shown in Figures 1 and 2. All illustrations should be clearly displayed by placing a single line spacing above and below them.

4.0 OTHER MANUSCRIPT FORMAT

4.1
Equations

Equations must be type written and special symbols must be identified properly. The special symbols used should be defined where they first appear, and arranged alphabetically at the end of the paper in a section titles Nomenclature, placed before References section.

Mathematical expression for Equations 1 and 2 should align with the subtopic title and the equation numbers are aligned to the right.

Page Number

Submissions should not be page numbered. These will be inserted before publication.

4.3
Figure Format

Figures should normally be produced electronically, in JPEG, GIF, Bitmap or TIFF formats, and inserted into the text.  DO NOT include visio images.  

4.4
Colour

Coloured figures will be reproduced in full colour in the CD-ROM and online versions of the IJME only.  Figures in the printed version will be in black and white.

Colour may be used in the printed proceedings where it significantly improves the understanding of the paper.  Authors will be required to cover the full costs incurred with colour printing.  Authors wishing to use colour should inform the Editor when submitting the paper/technical note, when they will be informed of the cost.

Lists

Bullets should be used for lists, and not numbers, or letters.

5.0 SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
All papers should be submitted in electronic form, normally in MSWord format. Submissions should contain the full text, including inserted figures. Submissions less than 20Mb should normally be forwarded by email or online. 
Papers should not normally exceed 8 pages.  Longer papers where the content justifies the extra length may exceptionally be published at the Institution’s discretion
